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Summary of the existing law

e This statute was enacted in 1992 with the goal of
sustainably funding the first generation of digital maps.

e Governmental units may charge more than "the cost to
create, develop, and reproduce the product in printed
or hard copy form” to include “a reasonable share of
the overhead costs of the system.”

e “Only a person who has entered into a contract with a
governmental unit may have on-line access to the
geographic data in a system under the terms of the
contract.”

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DolT’s Rational for Repeal

Financial benefits of selling data have declined as digital base maps
are no longer an exotic product unigue to government

— MDP sales history available, but we need more financial impact data
state and local

Costs of selling data have remained

— Transaction costs

— Legal costs

— Opportunity costs

e Harder for agencies and jurisdiction to work together

Not consistent with the intent of the 2014 Open Data Law which
created this Council and treats alphanumeric and geospatial data
equally.
